Major Concerns 

 
• Increased Traffic congestion, stop lights, etc.  
• Lack of existing infrastructure for a regional-type development; Old Hamilton Rd is 

limited-sight two-lane road, Bob Fleming Rd is a single lane 
• Incompatible with Cobb County’s Land Use Plan; could encourage similar development(s) 

outside of county designated commercial areas 
• Adverse impacts on adjacent/nearby properties (e.g., noise, pollution, runoff, density, etc.) 
• Environmental (air pollution, large amount of runoff due to hard surfaces of parking lots 

and rooftops) 
• Schools: dense residential could add to overcrowding and open the door for more density
